Fireworks 

 
The Fireworks Ordinance for the City of Battlefield 
may affect your Independence Day celebrations. The 
major points of Ordinance 210.680 are as follows: 
 
You may only possess and use Consumer Fireworks 
(defined by 320.106, Revised Statutes of Missouri). 
 

You may only use those fireworks on the 4th of July 

between 10:00 A.M. to 12:00 Midnight. 

 

You are responsible for clean up of fireworks you 
use.  If you do not clean-up after yourself, you may 
be ticketed for littering.   
 
A conviction for littering could result in a fine of up 
to $50 for the first offense and up to $250 for all 
subsequent offenses. 

 
 

 
Fireworks Trivia 

 

The first Independence Day fireworks cele-
bration was in 1776, and was memorialized by then fu-
ture President John Adams as follows: "The day 
(Independence Day) will be the most memorable in the 
history of America. I am apt to believe that it will be 
celebrated by succeeding generations as the great anni-
versary festival...it ought to be solemnized with pomp 
and parade...bonfires and illuminations (fireworks) from 
one end of this continent to the other, from this day for-
ward forevermore."
